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Cover Story:  
Roko’s Basilisk 
 

 
 

With the ever-advancing world of technology, no one – not even the 
engineers stuck at their desks - knows what humanity may come up with 
next. The world came upon such a phenomenon in 2022 with the advent of 
artificial narrow intelligence and – more popularly - AI language models and 
image generation models. What was once relegated to cheap 90s’ movies of 
world domination and killer robots has now become more a fact than fiction. 
But, if such technology remains unregulated, the ripples it causes may be 
more of a bane than a boon. 
 
The problem started first with image generation software. Popularity of 
applications like Midjourney, Bannerfans, and Abyssale has led to an outcry 
of rage and hopelessness from artists worldwide. This is due to many 
justified reasons, as AI does not necessarily create art. On the contrary, it 
analyses millions of pre-existing pieces of art that are publicly available on 
the internet, finds patterns within them, and replicates the art in a lifeless 
homunculus of its original self. Art, a medium seen as the pinnacle of human 
creativity, ingenuity, and design, has now been left to the annals of 
repetition upon itself, as AI art copies AI art. This will lead to the stagnation 
of art as a whole; even artists that use references improve upon them in ways 
no pattern can. 
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Beyond this, the problem stretches further into the realm of questionable 
legality, as even the most publicly available artworks are technically owned 
by the creator – the artist. This makes AI image generation software liable to 
access, use, infringe, and copy the artworks of individuals as a violation of 
the artist’s property and rights. The problem worsens when we involve stock 
images, which have a surefiresure-fire ownership of the pictures they take. AI 
image generation also interprets data owned by these corporations, and it is 
without a doubt that this influences the image generation it tries to 
accomplish. Artworks and artificially generated images were seen with 
shadows of watermarks belonging to famous image provision businesses like 
Shutterstock. Besides this, artists are still wary of this technology for more 
than just how it uses their art, but also what it means for their business and 
well-being. Let’s face it – AI art is faster and cheaper than commissioning an 
artist. In the current profit-centred world, companies, unfettered, are more 
likely to approach AI image generation companies for cheap, if horrible, ‘art’ 
rather than fairly pay a team of real humans to create a masterpiece with 
love and passion. The current corporate scheme is, indeed, a treacherous one 
– and AI art, unfiltered and uncontrolled, is going to make it significantly 
worse. 
 
AI, or, at least, its makers, seem to enjoy targeting the creatives, as we can 
see with AI language models. This is the main component of modern AI 
debate followed suit by AI image generation and AI music generation – a 
topic which faces similar strife to its former counterpart. AI language models 
have billions of Terabytes worth of data to comb and analyse for acquirable 
patterns – a wealth of data it uses and abuses indiscriminately. The most 
popular AI language model, ChatGPT, and specifically GPT 5.0, can use this 
information to accurately speak to a user and answer their demands. The 
consequences of this technology being so widely available is obvious. 
Cheating in exams and tests is now easier than ever. Previously “un-
cheatable” exams are now open season. English tests and creatives are 
compromised as teachers have to sift through AI generated slop to find 
actual test responses. Upon closer inspection, we see leagues upon leagues of 
AI generated, copy-pasted ‘novels’ being sold to wanton audiences online. 
Sellers, looking for cheap money, make AI generated websites and 
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descriptions for their projects - all in the pursuit of profits without having to 
work for them. I ask of you, is this how creatives ought to be? Is this the 
same art that Da Vinci spent his life perfecting? Are these the same words, 
the same language that Sylvia Plath wrote her heart out to? Is this what the 
arts have become? 
 
 
All is not lost, however. The Screen Actors Guild-American Federation of 
Television and Radio Artists (SAG-AFTRA) and Writer’s Guild America 
(WGA) strikes, which started from 14th July and 2nd May 2023 respectively, 
were held in America. These strikes were one of the longest active boycotts 
and labour union strikes held in modern history. They emerged as a 
response to the unfair, cheap, and exploitative prospects that Hollywood had 
for AI technology. The rise of ChatGPT, a lack of regulations, ownership of 
work and produce, and similar topics were the subject of the strike. The 
strike ended in clear victory on 27th September this year, as WGA negotiated 
a deal with Alliance of Motion Picture and Television Producers (AMPTP) to 
increase wages and provide bonuses to writers based on their viewership on 
streaming service platforms. It included minimum staffing requirements and 
severe restrictions on AI usage, both as a source for writers and as products 
for companies. The WGA deal is a step in the right direction for artists and 
writers. 
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It is obvious that AI technology is convenient. We can create whole essays, 
the very things that haunt us in school, at the press of a button. However, 
automation of an industry so close to the human experience is shocking; 
automated scripts and stories may sound infallible and free of consequence - 
but to whom? To the homeless? To starving people rotting in our very 
streets? AI technology is a time sink – something to divert our time from 
important social change and conversations. Automation of an industry, such 
as the food industry, was controversial in its own way, yes, but the scale of 
people we help with cheap bread and rations is tremendous. AI technology, 
on the other hand, is not. It eats away at jobs while giving the privileged 
some more money and less of a reason to spend it. Though AI heralds a 
nebulous, there is nothing one can do to halt the march of technological 
development. Our only hope lies in the regulation of this Pandora’s Box - in 
the effort of creating a world where humanity and AI can live in tandem.
